
The Ryken Bailey Memorial Scholarship
Our son Ryken Matthew Bailey earned his angel wings when he lost his battle to a rare childhood cancer (ATRT) on January 13, 2011 at age 2.  However, his spirit lives on through this scholarship as we support those who live their best lives by doing good for others and inspiring community spirit.   

Criteria:  The scholarship(s) is open to any Auburn High School senior, and will be awarded based upon the candidate’s ability to demonstrate similarities between themselves and the qualities we saw daily in our son Ryken.  These qualities include:  
· Ryken had a contagious smile and he wore it everywhere, even when we knew he didn’t feel like it.  (POSITIVE ATTITUDE)
· Ryken never knew a stranger.  He never saw what was on the outside.  He only saw people for who they were on the inside. (FRIENDLY)
· Ryken never left anyone out.  If he gave one person something then he had to give it to everyone in the room.  He was very giving of himself. (GIVING/INCLUSIVE)
· Ryken knew exactly what he wanted and he always wanted to rally for whatever mission he was trying to accomplish. (DRIVEN)
